1. What is the central claim of this/these paragraph(s)?

2. On the left, list the arguments or data provided by the writer’s source material.  On the right, list the arguments or reworking of the data provided by the writer him/herself.  Note whether the distinction between the writer and his/her sources is perfectly clear or whether it is difficult to determine.  (Note:  It is okay to agree with your source.  But it is important to make it clear to your reader that you are agreeing with a claim that has been made by somebody else.)  Take careful note of whether you think the distinctions between the writer’s opinions and his/her sources are clear enough.
